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Core Competencies

CME educational activities should be developed utilizing desirable physician attributes.

These core competencies are derived from the American Board of Medical Specialties (ABMS) and the Accreditation Council for Graduate Medical Education (ACGME) core competencies.
Patient Care or Patient-Centered Care: deliver care in a compassionate, appropriate and effective way, providing effective treatment of health problems and promote wellness. Gather accurate information, make informed decisions, develop a patient care plan and carry out that plan with a multi-disciplinary team of healthcare professionals.
Medical Knowledge: demonstrate knowledge about established and evolving biomedical, clinical and cognate sciences and applying this knowledge to patient care. 

Practice-Based Learning and Improvement: investigate and evaluate individual patient care practices. Appraise and improve their patient care by assimilating scientific evidence into their practice.
Interpersonal and Communication Skills: ability to demonstrate interpersonal and communication skills resulting in effective communication with patients and other healthcare personnel.
Professionalism: commitment to carry out professional responsibilities while adhering to the ethical principles and sensitivity of a diverse patient population.

System-Based Practice: demonstrate awareness of and respond to the larger context and system of health care available and the ability to effectively call on system resources to provide optimal patient care.

Interdisciplinary Teams: collaborate, cooperate, communicate and integrate care with multiple healthcare teams to ensure that care is continuous and optimized. 

Quality Improvement: identify errors and hazards in care: continually understand and measure quality of care in regards to structure, process and patient outcomes; and design and implement changes in processes and systems of care, with the objective of improving quality.

Utilize quality metrics: communication and managing knowledge, lessen errors and supporting changes utilizing information technology.

Evidence-based practice: integrate the latest research, clinical expertise and patient values for optimal care. Participate in learning and research projects as applicable.
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
